Texas’s First Homes for HOPE is Complete

Fort Worth, TX – Village Homes and the Greater Fort Worth Builders Association invite members of the community to attend a dedication ceremony of the first Homes for HOPE to be built in the state of Texas. The dedication ceremony and luncheon will take place on Thursday, March 26 from 11:30-1pm at 3344 Hamilton Avenue in the Lower Monticello neighborhood of Fort Worth.

Village Homes’ trade partners – subcontractors, suppliers, and consultants – donated or discounted their labor, materials, and services to help secure a large donation upon the sale of the home. Although the labor and materials were discounted or donated, the quality of the home was not affected. The donation from the sale of the home, priced at $399.000, will benefit HOPE International, a microfinance network dedicated to alleviating world poverty by providing financial services for impoverished families. 

HOPE’s primary service is the provision of microloans in 12 of the world’s most desperate countries. Starting at only $50, these loans enable entrepreneurs to start or expand their small businesses, creating a steady income that will lift their families out of poverty.  Across the country, Homes for HOPE has reached out to over 100 builders, but Village Homes is the first builder in Texas to participate in the initiative that allows builders to have a worldwide impact simply by doing what they do best: building a house.  

Village Homes contributed its own overhead and profit, including donations from their trade partners in the final sum that will be given to Homes for HOPE. Village Home’s has promised at least a $50,000 donation which will then fund over 500 loans. Despite a nation-wide crunch in the housing market Rob Sell and Michael Dike, founders of Village Homes, believe in the idea of giving back.  “Village Homes has always supported, and will continue to support, many local charities to benefit our Fort Worth community; Homes for HOPE allows us to have an additional impact beyond our own community to help eliminate poverty in areas of greatest need throughout the world," says Village Homes’ partner, Michael Dike.  

Meredith Martin, Executive Vice-President of the Greater Fort Worth Builders Association, praised the collaboration between Village Homes and Houses for HOPE, saying, “The Greater Fort Worth Builders Association is excited for the opportunity to be involved with this amazing organization. It is a privilege to know that members such as Village homes are making an investment in the community. We are looking forward to continued support with Homes for HOPE projects in the future.”
